3742, 3744, and 3754, regarding bylaws governing the
organization and transaction of business of the Port of
Seattle Commission, to revise the object” statement in
Article I.

WHEREAS, the voters of King County authorized and approved the formation of a port
district co-extensive with King County to be known as the Port of Seattle in a'special election
on September 5, 1911; and

WHEREAS, the Port of Seattle Commission isithe legally constituted@governing body of
the Port of Seattle; and

WHEREAS, the commission deems¢it necessary-to,adjust the description of the Port of
Seattle in the object statement of the commission bylaws;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Port Cammission of the Port of Seattle as
follows:

Section 1.

Article |, Section 1, Port of Seattle Commission Bylaws, is amended to read as follows:

objectives: Founded in 1911 by a vote of the people, the Port of Seattle is a special-purpose

government.led by a board of elected Commissioners. Its mission is to benefit the quality of life
of King Countyresidents by expanding economic opportunity by advancing trade, travel, and
commerce. It achieves these goals in _an equitable, accountable, and environmentally
sustainable manner.

Section 2.

Article |, Section 3, Port of Seattle Commission Bylaws, is hereby repealed.
